This site is
envisioned as a prime
location for a 3-story building
containing approximately
38,400 square feet of
combined retail and
residential uses

-- This site is
envisioned as a prime
location for a 4-story building
containing approximately
70,400 square feet housing
an Inn. The conveniently
located Inn would be an
enhancement to the ongoing
development at Main Street
Station

This
site, near the Inn, is
envisioned as a prime
location for a movie house
with a small stage that can
be used by community
groups and the Heritage
Center

This site is
envisioned as a prime
location for a 2-story building
containing approximately
27,000 square feet of
combined office, retail and
residential uses

This site is
envisioned as a prime
location for the relocation of
endangered historic homes

This site is
envisioned as a prime
location for a 4 story building
containing approximately
36,000 square feet of
combined retail and
commercial office uses

This site is envisioned
as a prime location for a 2

story building containing
approximately 17,600 square
feet of combined cultural or
office uses to enhance the
potential reconstruction of
Lumpkin's Jail, the proposed
Transportation Museum or
The City of Richmond.

(17,000 square feet)
Adaptive re-use of the Wyatt
Transfer Building as a multi-
purpose heritage center for
the City of Richmond. The
Heritage Center is
envisioned as a one-stop
resource for information on
tourist destinations citywide
and a gateway to the Slave
Trail and Burial Ground. The
center could also support
other retail and commercial
uses.

-- (12,500 square feet)
Adaptive re-use of an
existing warehouse as a
center for teaching
renovation skills and
concepts in sustainable,
ecologically sensitive
building techniques. It is
envisioned that this school
would be cooperative
venture between the Lost
Trades School, Virginia
Commonwealth University
School of Engineering and
the University of Virginia
School of Architecture

This
site is envisioned as a point
of contemplation with an
Amphitheater and Reflective
Pool to recognize and

commemorate the site of the
gallows and slave burial
ground. The realization of
this vision is the result of the
work of the Richmond Slave
Trail Commission.

This site
is envisioned to include the
reconstruction of Lumpkin's
Jail as an interpretive center
for the slave trade in the City
of Richmond and the
interpretation of the area
known as the “Devil's Half-
Acre”
. The center would also
commemorate the founding
of Virginia Union University in
a building that once housed
one of the most notorious
slave jails.

The
Slave Trail is envisioned as a
walking/biking path that links
many of the sites associated
with the Slave trade in the
City of Richmond. The
Shockoe Bottom loop would
connect with the Slave Trail
as it leads the visitor from the
Manchester Docks, across
the 14 Street Bridge, and
along 15 Street past the
Reconciliation Statue. The
landscaped trail would pass
significant sites in Shockoe
Bottom and historic markers,
and would be connected to
the Canal Walk and the
Cathedral Plaza. The
realization of this vision is the
result of the work of the
Richmond Slave Trail
Commission

-- The Richmond

Slave Trail Commission
envisions the installation of a
commemorative statue on
this site

David Winfree provided
Emily Winfree, a former
slave belonging to his family,
with this cottage at the end of
the Civil War. She raised her
family in one room of this tiny
cottage, renting out the other
room to make ends meet. In
2002, current owners
planned to demolish the
Winfree cottage, the last
vestige of a once-flourishing
African-American community
in Manchester. The Alliance
to Conserve Old Richmond
Neighborhoods (A.C.O.R.N.),
in conjunction with the Slave
Trail Commission, moved it
to Shockoe Bottom and it is
soon to be renovated into a
Visitors' Center and
genealogical center for
persons trying to search for
ancestors sold through
Richmond's slave market.

A green space
and fountain are envisioned
for the heart of Shockoe
Bottom to enhance the
existing restaurants,
businesses, residences, and
proposed new uses. In the
earliest days of the City there
was an open commons
adjacent to the Market
Square.

Planted buffers are
envisioned along the I-95
corridor to lessen the impact
of the highway as it cuts

through Shockoe Bottom.
Landscaping, buffers and
mews would be installed
around parking lots, along
streets and alleys, and other
areas throughout the
neighborhood in conjunction
with improved lighting.

Franklin Street would be re-
opened at Main Street
Station to at a minimum
pedestrian, bicycle and
trolley traffic.

A new
trolley system is being
planned for the City of
Richmond that would provide
a link between Shockoe
Bottom and other destination
points in the city

,
ca. 1784, is the second-
oldest dwelling in the City of
Richmond and the oldest
built of wood.

, ca. 1818, is a
surviving example of brick
double houses that once
were found throughout the
Shockoe Bottom.

, ca. 1845, is a
surviving example of frame
double houses that once
were found throughout the
Shockoe Bottom.

, ca. 1890,
is thought to be one of the
oldest surviving fire stations
in the City of Richmond.

, 1787, is
a valuable landmark both for
its architecture and for
historical associations. It is
one of a few surviving

eighteenth century buildings
in the City and the oldest
Masonic lodge in continuous
use In the United States.

,
1900, this Beaux-Arts rail
terminal was built in the
heyday of the passenger
railroad as an entrance
gateway to the city.

, a
market place has been
located on this site since the
founding of the City of
Richmond.

pre
1783, is the oldest dwelling
in the City of Richmond. It
was saved from demolition in
1911 by the APVA and is now
maintained as a museum of
books and mementoes to
Edgar Allan Poe, who lived
and worked in Richmond.

ca.
1842 is a surviving example
of a 3 ½-story brick double
house with a commercial
space on the first story and a
dwelling above. (1710 East
Franklin Street)

, ca. 1853,
these three factories are the
earliest surviving examples
of mid-nineteenth century
tobacco factories in the city
(1900 East Franklin
Street,20-26 North 20
Street, and 2419 East
Franklin Street)
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
